1. How did the career education influence the process of education?

In 70th of XX century in US there was a sharp increase of career education. There were many reasons of it. The main reason is that career educated person that time could receive a better job. Having some courses, students got fixed up in a serious job in large-scale corporations, famous firms etc. There are some other reasons like growth of the funds of career education, supporting of corporations. As the result that growth of career education produces some changes in educational system. 
At first new direction of education brings to weakening of liberal arts education. New economic climate requires new type of workers who have some skills and practice. But this liberal education doesn’t give for student necessary experience and knowledge which are needed and important in applying for a job. 
Also there are some changes in curriculum. High schools and colleges try to add more practical courses in their educational system. And a lot of small colleges almost refuse from liberal education to career programs. And it again brings to career educations’ growth. 

There are some subjective reasons. Higher education is becoming more and more expensive, so students want to pay only for such courses that are helpful in getting job. Therefore a lot of people think that knowledge should be maximum useful in practice and for business fundamental knowledge isn’t required as a professional knowledge. 

I think, that rise of career education begins because there are a necessity of adaptation of education to a new economic system. The 70th were the hard times. In the economy slow economic growth, inflation, high taxes were observed. That’s why economy needed experienced and educated people, who obtain the career education. 
So as a result I can say that career education nowadays is very widespread among the teenagers. They are look forward to getting a job after high schools or colleges. But weakness of liberal education is a problem for our society.
2. What most typical problems do young people encounter?

In the period of adolescence young people face with many problems. In that time they begin to change rapidly, both physically and emotionally. Teens become more sensitive and impressionable. They become more independent but at the same time they begin to be influenced by their friends’ values. From that instability lot of problems arises. 
Firstly young people face with difficulties in relationships with the parents or problems in school. Often we can observe both variants together. And these difficulties lead to much more serious problems, like alcohol or drug use, running away from home. 

One of the reasons of youth problems is family condition. According to survey many teenagers think that their families are unfortunate. The other reason of terrible youth behavior is economic problems such as political turmoil, widespread turmoil, unemployment. These problems including peer pressure lead to situation, when teenager tries to escape reality using drugs and alcohol. As the result, teen pregnancy and juvenile delinquency are increased. 
Among young women the problem of pregnancies exists and increases from year to year. Some people think that welfare assistance encourages teenage pregnancies. At this age young people think that all problems are soluble and everything is accessible for them. That’s why they don’t think about the consequences. And alcohol and drugs are also influence on their decisions. 
The other widespread and important problem is juvenile delinquency. Many teenagers each year run away from home. Usually it finishes good, but sometimes teens turn to crime, because they need place to leave, money to eat and to spend. Nowadays the widespread reason of juvenile delinquency is drug abuse. 

Of course this set of problems isn’t full. But there is a lot of things that make teenagers life cheerful and interesting. And helping that unfortunate young people is necessary to establish some funds and social organizations, which help teenager to solve his problem and survive this difficult period of life. 

3. What is to be an educated person?

Affected question is very important in our age of developing education. Firstly, to be an educated person means to have a good education. After school many people are headed towards universities or colleges. The main idea of that behavior is to earn the college degree, which helps them to find a good job. Students try to receive any professional knowledge and experience in some field of science that they will need in their future life. 
But not everybody try to merit their degrees. Unfortunately many people nowadays buy the degree without studying and obtaining necessary knowledge or make arrangements with their professor and provide themselves an easy degree. Such people are considered education people, but in fact they aren’t. 
So as a result I can say that to be an educated person means not only to have a college or university certificate, although it is important too, but have special or general knowledge, that are useful and helps in our life. 

4. What is the vision of educated person in the XXI century

To answer that question will be very difficult. In our age of technology and knowledge it’s too difficult to know something about everything. So the most important question arises: educated person should to be a specialist or generalist. Specialist is the man who now a lot about one field of life. On the contrary, generalist knows many things in many subjects, but don’t know enough about one field. Different people hold the one opinion, the others think in another way. 
In the middle of the XX century most universities and colleges offered to their students a generalist education. But with great developing of science, business and appearing of other fields of life protests if students about their education increases. Universities offer to their curricula many innovative courses. Also students begin taking some professional courses, and focus on less common subject areas. 
As a result in the 70s and 80s education becomes almost dedicated. A lot of special courses were offered in colleges and universities, jobs become available. And more and more students try to receive their education in fields that offer specialize job with good salaries. 
Many specialists arise today. But there is a group of people, who think that future belongs to generalist, because they are able to work in different spheres and small training can provide tem good results in their work.

I think that it can be find a trade-off between these two branches of education. In universities students can receive a generalist education and then they can decide in what sphere they want to work. Nowadays there are a lot of career courses and professional schools which help people to know more about less. 

5. Why does the American education stand on the brink of crisis? Does this apply to the Russian higher education?

The crisis of American higher education is connected with the “liberal education”. “Liberal education” means students aren’t required to do any academic work that displeases him. American students have a great opportunity to form for themselves an individual program which includes subjects which they like and which aren’t need a lot of time to preparing. If he prefers not to take examinations he can come to arrangement with his teacher about an easy degree. 

So the next serious problem of American higher education arises. There are a lot of teachers who without analysis gives all the student only highest marks. 

As a result of distribution of the principles of liberal education and availability of such “class” of teachers, students believe that they can become educated people without intellectual efforts. This opinion unfortunately is wrong. Having graduated from the university they try to apply a good job. But they usually haven’t enough knowledge and experience to work in their sphere. So such educational system supplies unqualified labour force which decreases economic efficiency. 
So as for me the greatest problem of American education is an absolute freedom of American students. On the contrary in Russia we haven’t liberal education. There are some tendencies of such kind of education but sweep of these tendencies isn’t as wide as in America. Russian higher education is close to rigorous education. So I think there is no threat of crisis of our education. 
6. The idea of career education. Why did it appear? 
The idea of career education began to develop recently, only in 70th years of the XX century. The amazing growth of career education has been one of the significant developments of American education in 1970s. 

Higher schools and colleges have added practical courses to their curricula. Some small colleges have switched almost entirely from liberal education to the career programs. Many professors each year change their courses and add to them a lot of new dedicated courses. 
Federal funds for career training have increased from $9million to nearly $70 million. And the growth of career education is so explosive that liberal arts education is America is dying. 

What are the reasons of such amazing growth of career education? 

The main reason is a necessity of adaptation of education to a new economic system. The 70th were the hard times. In the economy slow economic growth, inflation, high taxes were observed. That’s why economics needed experienced and educated people, who obtain the career education. So at that time career educated person could receive a better job. Having some courses, students got fixed up in a serious job in large-scale corporations, famous firms etc. 

Moreover there are some subjective reasons. Higher education is becoming more and more expensive, so students want to pay only for such courses that are helpful in getting job. Therefore a lot of people think that knowledge should be maximum useful in practice and for business fundamental knowledge isn’t required as a professional knowledge. 

Nowadays we also have a growth of career education, but it isn’t so fast. Students become to choose a liberal arts education more and more. So I want to hope that we’ll come to the equilibrium soon. 
7. What future can you predict for liberal arts education?
In the 70th of XX century when the sharp increase of career education was observed there was a tendency of liberal arts education dying. That process took place because new economic climate requires new type of workers who have some skills and practice. But liberal education doesn’t give for student necessary experience and knowledge which are needed and important in applying for a job. So liberal arts education was replaced by the career education. Raise of career education begins because there is a necessity of adaptation of education to a new economic system.
Weakening of liberal arts education has continued till nowadays. Even now some people say that liberal arts education is dying, but I don’t think so. The other tendency takes place in modern life. Many teenagers are studying for college entrance exams; they are headed towards colleges and universities and plan to earn a college degree. A 1998 survey of high school graduated showed that “making a contribution to society” was more than twice as important as “making a lot of money”. 
I think that liberal arts education has many prospects. Certainly career programs won’t loose its significance, but they will be complementary courses to general liberal education. 

8. What education is preferable to find a job – generalist or specialist?

In our age of technology and knowledge it’s too difficult to know something about everything. So the most important question arises: to be a good worker person should be a specialist or generalist. Specialist is the man who now a lot about one field of life. On the contrary, generalist knows many things in many subjects, but don’t know enough about one field. Different people hold the one opinion, the others think in another way. 

On the one hand specialist of course has the all advantages. He knows almost everything about his field of work and he can work very efficiently in his sphere. But we cannot say so about a generalist. Knowing a lot about everything he doesn’t know a lot of details of every work. He has superficial knowledge so his work won’t be as efficient as work of specialist.
But on another hand, generalist can choose the different types of job, whereas specialist can choose only one field of work. There are a lot of career courses and professional schools which help generalist to become a specialist and provide them good results in their work.

I think that it can be find a trade-off between these two branches of education. In universities students can receive a generalist education and then they can decide in what sphere they want to work. When they choose an interesting field they can take some professional courses and to become a good workers. 
9. Speak on a positive contribution of millions of young people to their communities. 
Everybody agree that the period of adolescence is the most joyful and happy period of life. Despite of the fact that youth often face with a great quantity of problems, for the most of them those problems are easy solved. At that period of their life teenagers need to choose between two types of behaviour. Some of them choose the wrong way of life and become an alcohol or drug dependant, or even juvenile delinquent. 
But most of teenagers decide that to study and to make a contribution to society is more preferable for them. They prepare for their future life. Many teenagers are studying for college entrance exams or working part-time jobs after school. Others are doing voluntary work at hospitals, old people’s homes, helping the handicapped. Somebody takes part in scientific lectures or exhibitions. Young people also like to participate in such programs as Greenpeace. 

Many young people are headed towards colleges and universities. Many others want to get a job after high school. Some teenagers intend to join the armed forces or volunteer organizations. 
Such people make the great contribution to their community. They understand that it is better to have such way of life than to use alcohol and drugs, to be a young mother or juvenile delinquent and to live in poverty. They have other interests and aims, think about their future and take care of the others. Activity of such young people is aimed to improve the world. 
10. What are the causes of juvenile delinquency?

According to the psychologists and world experience all young people in their period of adolescence face with many problems. Some of them have difficulties in relationships with their parents or problems in school. And these difficulties lead to much more serious problems, like alcohol or drug use, running away from home

One of the reasons of youth problems is family condition. According to survey many teenagers think that their families are unfortunate. Many of them have parents who are inconsistent in their patterns of discipline and punishment. The other reason of terrible youth behavior is economic problems such as political turmoil, widespread turmoil, unemployment. These problems including peer pressure lead to situation, when teenager tries to escape reality using drugs and alcohol. As the result, juvenile delinquency increases. 

Many teenagers each year run away from home. Usually it finishes good, but sometimes teens turn to crime, because they need place to leave, money to eat and to spend. Nowadays the widespread reason of juvenile delinquency is drug abuse. 
A lot of organizations have been made in an effort to determine the causes of delinquency. Most of them are focused on family relationships or on neighborhood or community conditions. And different surveys show that the main cause of juvenile delinquency is unfortunate family. The pain of being poor and living in slum conditions also incites teenagers to crime. 
11. Why do young people experience conflicts during a period of adolescence?

In the period of adolescence young people face with many problems. In that time they begin to change rapidly, both physically and emotionally. Teens become more sensitive and impressionable. They become more independent but at the same time they begin to be influenced by their friends’ values. From that instability lot of problems arises. 

In that period teenagers feel themselves very diffident. And any comment sent to them can cause a conflict. Young people imitate some actors or singers they like, try to be independent from parents. This is a cause of difficulties in relationships with parents. Teenagers try to look cool in their community and shirk school. So a lot of problems with teachers are arisen. 
Instability behaviour of almost all teenagers leads to many conflicts in their life. It is a problem of every teenager that he should overcome only by himself. He should to be more composed and independence from social opinions.
